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A NATION WILL COME FROM YOU

Genesis 34:1- 35:29 (Key Verse 35:10,11)
“God said to him, ‘Your name is Jacob, but you will no longer be called Jacob; your name will be Israel.’ So he named him Israel. And God said to him, ‘I am God Almighty; be fruitful and increase in number. A nation and a community of nations will come from you, and kings will be among your descendants.’”

1. Based on verses 1-31. Describe the event that forced Jacob to leave Schechem? How did Simeon and Levi displease Jacob? In what respect did they fail to act as God’s people and as men of circumcision? What does Jacob’s attitude show about his change of character? 








2. Based on verses 35:1-7. What did God tell Jacob to do? What preparations did Jacob and his family make before leaving for bethel? What did Jacob do when he arrived at Bethel? Why? What does this show about Jacob’s faith?









3. Based on verses 8-15. How did God again bless Jacob? In view of the words ‘A nation and a community of nations will come from you’ and ‘kings will be among your descendants,’ what is God’s purpose that he intends to accomplish through Jacob? How did Jacob receive God’s word (13-15)? What does this show about his faith? 







4. Based on verses 16-29. What were the human joy and sorrows which Jacob experienced in this chapter? What can we learn about God who was with the life of Jacob so far?
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
